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I. Name, seat and object











Art. 1





Under the name AutoCAD Developers Group Europe (ADGE) exists an association as defined by Art. 60 following of the Swiss Civil Code with seat in Basel.





ADGE is a politically and confessionally neutral institution in the public interest.











Art. 2





ADGE aims at the advancement of quality, efficiency and standardization of AutoCAD additional programs and -applications.


�
II. Membership








Art. 3





Members of the ADGE can be:�-	juristic persons,�-	natural persons as well as�-	corporations under public and private law,�which can give proof of good experience as developers of AutoCAD applications.��Members who are highly experienced as developers of AutoCAD applications and who put their working power and programs servicable for the association's aim at the disposal of ADGE are qualified to be active members of ADGE. They may call themselves members also outwardly.��Passive member of the ADGE can be any juristic or natural person or corporation who supports the association's aim directly or indirectly.�





Art. 4





The general meeting decides upon admission or expulsion at request of the managing committee. The managing committee decides upon the qualification of the member (active member ADGE, member or passive member).��The membership fee consists of a basic contribution and an addition for each staff-member. The association's capital only is liable for any obligations resulting from the activities of the ADGE.


Each member can cancel his membership anytime with observation of a period of notice of three months. But the membership fees agreed upon before receipt of the written notice are fully due.��
�III. Organisation�





Art. 5





The organs of the ADGE are:�	1.	general meeting�	2.	managing committee�	3.	controlling body�	4.	working committees�





1.	General meeting








Art. 6





The general meeting is the highest organ of the ADGE. Each year it takes place at least once, if possible in the first half of the calendar year.


The general meeting has the following responsabilities:





a)	Election of the managing committee and its president


b)	Release of the managing committee


c)		The passing of resolutions concerning the adoption of modifications of the bye-law


d)		The passing of resolutions concerning the admission or expulsion of members


e)	Election of the controlling body


f)	Ratification of the annual report and account


g)	Fixing of the membership fees


h)		The passing of resolutions concerning the submitted motions


i)		Designation of the working committees and election of its presidents


k)		The passing of resolutions concerning the dissolution of the ADGE








Art. 7





A general meeting is held at the decision of the managing committee as well as at the request of a fifth of the members.��






Art. 8





Each member has one vote. The representative of juristic persons and corporations eligible to vote is appointed by the juristic persons or corporations themselves. Passive members have no vote, but they are entitled to bring forward motions to the general meeting and to the managing committee. Furthermore they are eligible as organs of the ADGE. As members of the organs they are also entitled to vote.�





2.	The managing committee








Art. 9





The managing committee has the following responsabilities:�a)	Outwardly representation of the ADGE


	b)	The preparing of the annual report and the account at the attention of the general meeting


c)	Election of working committees


d)	Settlement of the authorizations to sign


	e)	Information of the members about the current business


	f)	The passing of resolutions concerning all business which by law or by bye-law is not assigned to another organ.








Art. 10





The managing committee consists of three members at least.








Art. 11





The members of the different countries are to be represented appropriately in the managing committee. As long as Autodesk AG is an active member, it is entitled to a seat in the managing committee.

Art. 12





The president, the vice-president and the secretary are forming the executive board committee.�





Art. 13





The managing committee constitutes a quorum if half of the members are present. Resolutions are passed with the simple majority of the votes cast. In the case of equality of votes the decision is left to the chairman. Circulation resolutions are allowable.�


Art. 14





The term of office of the managing committee's members is two years. All members are eligible again.�








3.	Controlling body








Art. 15





The controlling body consists of two revisers who do not need to be members. It controls the account and reports to the general meeting.�








4.	Working committees








Art. 16





There are two standing working committees:�1.	Standard committee�2.	Examination committee.��Other working committees can be set up according to need.

Art. 17





The standard committee coordinates the setting-up of the rules and regulations serving standardization.�





Art. 18





The examination committee takes care of the procedure and proposes conditions and technical requirements to the general meeting according to which the conformity of standard is tested.�





Art. 19





The working committees make the corresponding motions for the ratification of their resolutions to the general meeting.�








IV.	 Bye-law, revision and dissolution








Art. 20





The bye-law is made out in a German and an English version. Both versions are equal. If there should be discrepancies of interpretation the opinion of the general meeting is authoritative.�





Art. 21





Modifications of the bye-law can be decided on by the general meeting only by a majority of the thirds of the present votes.�





Art. 22





A dissolution of the ADGE can be decided on by the general meeting only with at least four fifths of the votes of all present people with a right to vote.��






Art. 23





The association's capital goes back to the members at that time after all obligations have been met.
